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This book contents five sections'the first section talks about geographical and historical
figures,it talks about the following, the locatin and the borders,I showed in it that Deir
Dibwan is located to the east of Ramallah city ,neigbouring to some villeges such as;Beitin
,Burka, Mokmas, Rammun,and Ein Ubrod .

Concernins Land of deir dibwan ,Its 75000 dunum .

The land of deir Dibwan is mostly mountainous,in adition to that , there is some soft
ground land in the east of the town .

The weather of the area could be described as moderate for the whole year , its part of
the mediterranean Sea cestern .

The Historical figures; i pointed why Deir Dibwan was called by this name ,i mentioned
different stories , but the right story could be because of the founding of old church,in
the place of the town in one of the periods of history , and about the second part of the
name dibwan, it might be because of a famous name at that time ,I mentioned in my
resaerch the most historical ruins that were discovered in the lands of the town .

the main ruins were :

1) Tel Ayl indicated in the book a historical summurization about this plase,and what has
been discovered in it in different periods as Avraham Negeve pointed .

2) deir al seik ,I pointed that the plase had played an active role during the Christian
Occupation to palestine .

3) Other ruins figures in the town such as: khirbet( ruined city Jhayyan, alkhudriah,kufur
nata ,al diwwarah,almakater, and kaser ( castel )Tazziz.

The second section talks about the populaction:

I mentioned in it that the population of Deir dibwan in 1922 was around 1382 person.
The population of deir dibwan nowdays include the inhabitants and immigrants tribe is
about 9000 .

1 pointed to the family division of the town , so there are three families : alawawdah , al
mnaserah ,and asramah .I mentioned some of the stories that talk about the roots of these
families .some of the oral stories say that alawawdah family originally came from the
east bank of jordan because there is the same name in the villages of south jordan such
as ashubak and atafilah .

About almnaserah family there is many stories that talk about their roots,Some of it say
that they turn to (Almekdad iben abu alaswad adwali).

About asramah family they turn to the east of jordan ( alknmat)another stories mentioned
that they came frome ( alyaman).
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I mentioned in the research some of the custms from the past days and the customs of
these days such as the customs of helping ,greeting ,salution ,welcoming and respeching
neigbourhood . Also ,I pointed to the foloklor dress and the national customs for men and
women in the past and in the present . I mentioned some of the foloklor songs which
people used to sing in different conditions and I finished this section about the role of (
Almdafa) hospitable convent in the town,s life .

The third section talks about the general services , organizations ,clubs( village councils,
municipality ( city hall),i mentioned that in Deir Dibwan in 1949 it was been organization
called The Unity of Eastern Hashimite villege, the Immigrant was found in 1977 .As for
the clubs in Deir debwan and the main activities of these clubs.

The fourth section : talks about the position of education of the boys and girls in deir
debwan .I astatistic schheduel for the boys school from 1927 to 1990, and the girls school
from 1967 to 1990 .also I talked about the Industrial school ,finally I mentinoed the names
of the educated persons in the town ,that who lives inside Deir Dibwan or out side it .
The fifth section talks about edidice and bulding movment and acomperison between the
old and the new building ,the economic life by showing the main economic resources that
people depended on before and now .

The religious live :talks about the Mosques in the town ,and acomparesion between the
religion in the past and the present , and how the people becom more religious now than
in the past .

The last section talks about the Emmigration in general, its reason and results.

finally I indicated at the end of my resaerch some of the documents that T got from the
people of the town that point to the way that the people were dealing with each other in
the past years such as selling and buing especially the land and real estates.

In the end I hope that this book gave ageneral idea about our town Deir Dibwan hoping
that the reader( especily who dose not live in Deir Dibwanto thing seriously to come to
visit and to know his town ( Deir Dibwan)and his relatives .
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
